Skiers may enter the trick event using trick skis or, if they prefer, a wakeboard provided
that the width is no greater than 35% of the length.
If competing with a wakeboard, scores may be reduced to 50% of trick values.

Each athlete must register to compete in the captioned competition by using IWWF’s
EMS no later than 11th March 2026. An entry is considered complete when an
athlete has registered for the event in EMS and full entry fee payment has been
received. Entry fee payment must be made through the individual form. Athletes who
entry the Trick category must hold the IWWF license (USD7), please refer to the

The procedure for your Federation to register in EMS is as follows:
1. Athlete has to login to EMS

2. Go to My Competitions and Click on "New participation” button.

For adult, the entry fee is HK$750 for one discipline or HK$850 for two disciplines.
(includes both Nationals and Open)

For junior, the entry fee is HK$500 (*Juniors born in 2009 or later) for one discipline
or HK$600 for two disciplines (includes both Nationals and Open).

Anyone is welcome to enter (See Rules below) All Hong Kong based skiers must be
HKCWA members in order to join the competition, only holders of Hong Kong
Identity Cards will qualify for the Nationals.

For the age group events, Juniors anyone born in 2009 or later
Masters +45 anyone born in 1980 or earlier

Airport <> Hotel (Alva Hotel by Rovyal)

1. Taxi
One-way trip from the airport to the hotel costs approximately HKD350.

2.  Mass Transit Railway (MTR)
